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AGCsected for the
National Building Museum's 2008 Honor Award

The National Building Museum will present its 2008 Honor
Award to The Associated General Contractors of America
(AGQ) and its nationwide network of Chapters in recognition
of their leadership in shaping, defining, and advancing the
construction industry over the past 90 years. AGC will be
recognized during an exclusive gala on June 4, 2008, which
will be held in the Museum’s historic Great Hall and is ex-
pected to attract industry leaders in construction, develop-
ment, architecture, and engineering, as well as leaders from
both state and federal government.

AGC and its Chapters are being honored for their work
building America’s quality of life and promoting construction
excellence, including safety, through training, advocacy, and
the dissemination of best practices to contractors nation-
wide. According to the National Building Museum, AGC and
its Chapters have been effective advocates for the construc-

tion industry at the local, state, and federal levels, promot-
ing investment, training, and general advancement of the
field.

Proposed Ravisonsto the Gty of Columbus Urban Commercial,
Community Commercial, and Regional Commercial Overlays

Since 1999, commercial zoning overlays and special
graphics control area designations have been applied to
areas of Columbus to address design priorities and commu-
nity planning. A city staff team has thoroughly reviewed the
commercial overlays as well as the Morse Road and Olen-
tangy River Road special graphic control areas.

The team suggested the following changes to the code:
the clarification of ambiguous language and greater consis-
tency of approach among overlays; the removal of redun-
dant standards or provisions; the replacement of parking
reductions through an administrative waiver in the Urban
and Community Commercial Overlays with a range of park-
ing reductions linked to size of the proposed use; and the
inclusion of the special graphic control area standards into
the regional commercial overlay section, thereby eliminating
two code sections. These proposed modifications would
have no impact on the boundaries of existing areas.

Roberto Appointed to PUCO Seat

Last Friday, Governor Strickland named Cheryl
Roberto to the Public Uilities Commission of
Ohio. Raberto was director of the Gty of Columbus
Division of Public Utilities from 2003-2006. She will
fill the seat of Commissioner Donald Mason whose
five-year term ends April.

These proposals were mailed to the community late last
year. The most substantial input from the community ad-
dressed the parking standards that were proposed to re-
place the current code, which would allow an administrative
waiver for parking reductions. The Department of Develop-
ment staff has responded to this input with revised parking
standards, and a summary of the community/ staff input

amongst other details is available at _http://

The revised proposal will be scheduled for the considera-
tion of the Columbus Development Commission at the
March 27 meeting at 109 N. Font Street, Columbus at 6:15
p.m. If Development Commission provides a positive recom-
mendation, the proposed revisions will then be scheduled
for the consideration of the City Council.

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Ohio Supreme Court UpholdsLaw That LimitsProduct Liability L awauits,
Aids Companies| n Workers Compensation

On February 21, 2008 in Groch v. Gen. Motors Corp., the
Ohio Supreme Court upheld a 2003 workers’ compensation
law that allows companies to recover costs of medical care
and lost wages from injured workers who win damage
awards from third parties.

In a 6-1 decision, justices said that a 10-year statute of
repose, or time limit, for the increase of a product liability
claim against the manufacturer of a product, was constitu-
tional.

However, the court said that a retroactive application of
the time limit to bar a claim against a manufacturer for inju-
ries that a person sustained within two years before the law
took effect was unconstitutional.

A federal judge presiding over a lawsuit asked the Ohio
Supreme Court to determine whether certain statutes in
guestion violated the equal protection, due process, and
private property rights of the Ohio Constitution; in the deci-
sion, Justice Paul Pfeifer opposed in part.

Congruction Faces TumultuousY ear for
Projects Prices, L abor, Says AGC Economi &

Nonresidential construction will experience wide variance
in demand, materials cost and labor availability, according
to Associated General Contractors of America’s
“Construction Inflation Alert.”

“In 2008, some nonresidential segments will continue to
grow, including power and energy, but others such as lodg-
ing will slow or decline,” said AGCs Chief Economist Ken
Simonson. “Diesel, copper and steel are among materials
costs likely to accelerate, while others remain benign.”

The large increase in diesel fuel prices compared to a year
ago, along with the importance of diesel fuel to highway con-
struction, makes it likely that highway costs will go up even
more. Conversely, the slumping demand and rising supply of
gypsum products may mean nonresidential and multi-unit
residential building costs go up a little less than 6 percent.

“These cross-cutting trends make it likely that the PPl for
construction inputs will accelerate from the 4.5 percent rate
of increase that prevailed in 2006 and 2007 to a 6-8 per-
cent range by the end of 2008,” commented Simonson.

Looking beyond 2008, there are two factors that make it
likely that a 6-8 percent growth rate for construction input
prices will be sustained. Frst, many construction inputs,

such as diesel fuel, steel and copper are in demand world-
wide. Second, construction will always be dependent on
physical delivery of heavy, bulky, relatively low-value materi-
als for which transportation and fuel costs are a major part
of the delivered price.

Labor accounts for roughly half the cost of a construction
project. In 2007, despite the high level of nonresidential
activity, contractors were generally able to find enough work-
ers, thanks to a massive redeployment of specialty trade
contractors from residential to lighter nonresidential pro-
jects.

“In 2008, | expect labor shortages will worsen for a few
crafts, pulling average wage rates higher, but in other seg-
ments such as residential specialty trades, the supply of
some crafts will be plentiful,” noted Simonson. “Wage in-
creases in nonresidential construction may rise to the 4.5-
5.5 percent range in 2008, despite the slowdown in overall
activity, and to 5-6 percent in 2009, when residential work
begins to compete again for some specialties.”
